· Falling from Height
	· Towers to be erected using the ‘through the trap’ method unless ‘advanced handrail’ system available 
· Towers to be accessed using internal ladders / steps 
· Do not use tower if any components missing or damaged 
· Do not overload the tower 
· Erect towers only on firm ground 
· Only competent, trained (CPCS*, PASMA*), persons to erect towers
· Guard rails and toe boards to be fitted 
· Do not attempt to climb out of the platform or stand on handrail 
· Never extend the height of the platform by using a ladder, stepladder or hop-up

	· Operatives trained in erection, use and dismantling. 
· Towers erected to manufactures instructions, out riggers used where indicated 
· Weather conditions taken into consideration. The tower in a freestanding condition must be stable in wind speeds up to 28 mph (Beaufort 6). The tower must not be used if the wind speed is greater or equal to 17 mph.
· Brakes put on when used as a work platform 
· No unauthorised adaptations 
· Suitable barriers / warning signs to be placed around tower to worn passers-by / vehicle drivers
